And he

said, “To you, O commander.” So he arose and

went into the house. And the young man poured

the oil on his head, saying to him, “Thus says

the Lord, the God of Israel,

I anoint you king over the people of the Lord,

over Israel. And you shall strike down the house

of Ahab your master, so that I may avenge on

Jezebel the blood of my servants the prophets,

and the blood of all the servants of the Lord.



2 Kings 9:1-13

For the whole house of Ahab shall perish, and I

will cut off from Ahab every male, bond or free,

in Israel. And I will make the house of Ahab

like the house of Jeroboam the son of Nebat, and

like the house of Baasha the son of Ahijah.

And the dogs shall eat Jezebel in the territory

of Jezreel, and none shall bury her.” Then he

opened the door and fled. When Jehu came out to

the servants of his master, they said to him,

“Is all well?



2 Kings 9:1-13

Why did this mad fellow come to you?” And he

said to them, “You know the fellow and his

talk.” And they said, “That is not true; tell us

now.” And he said, “Thus and so he spoke to me,

saying,

‘Thus says the Lord, I anoint you king over

Israel.’” Then in haste every man of them took

his garment and put it under him on the bare

steps, and they blew the trumpet and proclaimed,

“Jehu is king.”



2 Kings 9:21-26

Joram said, “Make ready.” And they made ready

his chariot. Then Joram king of Israel and

Ahaziah king of Judah set out, each in his

chariot, and went to meet Jehu, and met him at

the property of Naboth the Jezreelite.

And when Joram saw Jehu, he said, “Is it peace,

Jehu?” He answered, “What peace can there be, so

long as the whorings and the sorceries of your

mother Jezebel are so many?” Then Joram reined

about and fled,

saying to Ahaziah, “Treachery, O Ahaziah!” And

Jehu drew his bow with his full strength, and

shot Joram between the shoulders, so that the

arrow pierced his heart, and he sank in his

chariot. Jehu said to Bidkar his aide,

“Take him up and throw him on the plot of ground

belonging to Naboth the Jezreelite. For

remember, when you and I rode side by side

behind Ahab his father, how the Lord made this

pronouncement against him:

‘As surely as I saw yesterday the blood of

Naboth and the blood of his sons—declares the

Lord—I will repay you on this plot of ground.’

Now therefore take him up and throw him on the

plot of ground, in accordance with the word of

the Lord.”
