Joshua 1:3, 5-9

“Every place on which the sole of your foot 
treads, I have given it to you, just as I spoke to 
Moses…No man will be able to stand before 
you all the days of your life. Just as I have been 
with Moses, I will be with you; I will not fail you 
or forsake you.



Joshua 1:3, 5-9

Be strong and courageous, for you shall give 
this people possession of the land which I 
swore to their fathers to give them. Only be 
strong and very courageous; be careful to do 
according to all the law which Moses My 
servant commanded you; do no turn from it to 
the right or to the left, so that you may have 
success wherever you go. 



Joshua 1:3, 5-9

This book of the law shall not depart from 
your mouth, but you shall meditate on it day 
and night, so that you may be careful to do 
according to all that is written in it; for then you 
will make your way prosperous, and then you 
will have success.

Have I not commanded you? Be strong and 
courageous! Do not tremble or be dismayed, 
for the Lord your God is with you wherever 
you go.”



• Be strong and courageous

• Meditate on the Word

• The Lord your God is with you 
wherever you go
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• Joshua had to lead them through the fears they 
faced before - they didn’t get a “pass”

• What are your fears? Your giants? Your fortified 
cities?

• What’s been holding you back?



Joshua 2:9-11

“I know that the Lord has given you the land, 
and that the terror of you has fallen on us, and 
that all the inhabitants of the land have melted 
away before you.



Joshua 2:9-11

 For we have heard how the Lord dried up the 
water of the Red Sea before you when you 
came out of Egypt, and what you did to the 
two kings of the Amorites who were beyond 
the Jordan, to Sihon and Og, whom you utterly 
destroyed.



Joshua 2:9-11

When we heard it, our hearts melted and no 
courage remained in any man any longer 
because of you; for the Lord your God, He is 
God in heaven above and on earth beneath.”



• Your enemy is terrified of you discovering who 
you truly are!

• When you’re in Christ, you’re a bigger deal than 
you think you are!



WHEN?

• For Joshua - after the prophecy and 
choosing to obey. 

• For us - the time is NOW! 

• Follow, lead, love, destroy, fight for 
your King and His family

requires that we pick up a sword, train for battle, 
and learn to fight.

• It is the call of God on our lives.
